We race on the 
Standside track at 
Turff ontein today 
and what a great 
card we have to 

preview. 
There are some high-quality 

horses in action and it’s always a 
pleasure to open the book when 
you see such quality.

Most of these top horses would 
be prepping for the upcoming 
feature races but they should go 
well today, and we will go in depth 
about their chances later on in 
the column.

The headliner is the Listed 
Swallow Stakes over 1160m, and 
this is backed up by a couple of 
Pinnacle races as well as a Pro-
gress Plate.

Before we go there, let’s touch 
on last weekend’s L’Ormarins 
Queen’s Plate Festival, which was 
an absolute highlight.

Unfortunately, I didn’t bag a 
winner, but the entire two days of 
racing was of the highest quality.

Well done to Snaith Racing on 
a fantastic day, as well as all the 
winning connections and riders 
of all the other races.

On what I saw, I think Jet Dark 
sets the standard for the upcom-
ing Cape Town Met. He won with 
authority and with lengths in 
hand.

There were some fantastic du-
els, and it was lovely to be a part 
of the day.

On a personal note, I’ve had a 
decent week, bagging a treble at 
Greyville through the week so my 
confi dence is high and I’m hoping 
to continue the trend.

I have six rides at Turff ontein 
today and I think highly of some 
of them.

Race 1 is a Work Riders Maiden 
Plate for fi llies and mares over 
1600m and I make it a race in two 
between my fi rst selection, Miss 
Otis, who was extremely unlucky 
in her last start and should follow 

up, and Dhanteras, who has some 
nice form to her name and this is 
an easy enough opportunity for 
her to shed the maiden tag.

These two horses should fi ght 
out the fi nish and get you started 
on a positive note.

Race 2 is a Progress Plate over 
1600m and on ratings Majestic 
Mozart is well ahead of the rest of 
the fi eld.

On that alone he has to have a 
massive chance and must be in-
cluded into all bets, but I really 
like the look of the three-year-old 
William Robertson.

He carries a big weight but he 
is very good and I think he will be 
cherry ripe for this and sets the 
standard.

Again, these two horses should 
get you through all bets.

Race 3 is a Maiden Plate over 
1600m and I ride Sea Of Galilee. 
He will be having his second run 

a� er a rest but has some fair form 
and I’m hoping for a place.

This is an open race and a num-
ber of them have winning chances 
but I would narrow the race down 
to With Pleasure, Dawn Mission 
and Positive A� itude with the lat-
ter been my tentative selection 
a� er a good educational fi rst run.

Master Of Coin is another who 
could fi nish in the money.

Race 4 is a Pinnacle Stakes 
over 1400m and I ride the super 
War Of Athena in her prep run for 
the Cape Town Met.

We all know how brilliant she 
is and this should put her spot-on 
in her prep for the Met. 

But in saying that I’ll still be 
very disappointed if she doesn’t 
win. She is doing well at home and 
I think she could be a banker in 
all bets.

For those who want to go a bit 
wider then include MK’s Pride 

and Sentbydestiny (comes in with 
a very light weight).

Race 5 is a MR 78 Handicap 
over 1400m and my best bet on 
the card comes up in the form of 
Ablaan.

He has won two from two and 
was extremely impressive last 
time out. I believe he is still very 
well handicapped and will take 
all the beating.

Look Yourself has some good 
form and rates a danger along 
with Secret Is Ours and Zane� o, 
who is still very unexposed.

Race 6 is a Pinnacle Stakes over 
1100m and I ride Vaseem who was 
slightly disappointing last time 
a� er winning four on the trot. 
His work has been good and I’m 
hoping he will bounce back.

I think Grade 1 winner Ba� le 
Force sets the standard and will 
take all the beating. 

He is my value bet on the day. 

His last run was very encourag-
ing and must be included into all 
bets.

Chimichuri Run, Celestial 
Love and Eden Rock are others to 
consider and include into wider 
bets.

Race 7 is the Listed Swallow 
Stakes over 1160m and I ride the 
high-class Shield Of Roses who 
won a lovely race last time out.

She has always shown us she 
has loads of ability and I’m ex-
pecting another good run, but 
this is a very strong renewal of 
the race and Grade 1 winner Un-
der Your Spell as well as Big Burn 
set the standard.

It’s hard to split them on form 
but both are classy fi llies who 
have to be included in all bets. Su-
preme Quest will be cherry ripe 
and can go into larger bets.

These horses should get you 
through all bets.

Race 8 is a MR 88 Handicap over 
1160m and I ride most impressive 
debut winner Cleaver Greene. I 
think he is well above average and 
although this is a massive step-up 
in class, I’m hoping he will be able 
to deliver.

In my opinion he is the horse 
to beat but there are many others 
with massive winning chances 
too.

Spanish Boy just doesn’t want 
to win but he has lots of ability 
and could win a race of this na-
ture while Barneys Pride has been 
gelded and must be respected. 

Race 9 is a MR 84 Handicap 
over 1800m and I ride Secret Link 
who won on objection in his last 
start and now steps up in class, 
so we are more hopeful than con-
fi dent.

Zeus looks like a horse for the 
Classic races coming up a� er two 
outstanding wins. He puts his un-
beaten record on the line but off  
draw No 2, I think he will take all 
the beating and could be a banker 
in smaller bets.

Zuzan, Eskimo Pie and Juan 
Carlos are the main dangers and 
must be respected for wider bets.
