It has been a week of mixed 
emotions for me.

Last Saturday I came 
away a li� le ba� ered and 
bruised a� er my incident 

in the pens before Race 8. My 
mount, Cleaver Greene, became 
unruly and reared in the stalls 
during the loading process and I 
was dislodged.

Fortunately, I am feeling a lot 
be� er now. 

I was glad to have a winner at 
Greyville on Wednesday and I’m 
hoping to kick-start the run I was 
having before the incident.

Racing today takes place on the 
Inside track at Turff ontein and 
there is a 10-race card to preview.

The headliner is the Grade 3 
Sea Co� age Stakes over 1800m 
for three-year-olds and this is 
backed up by a Middle Stakes over 
1800m.

Once again, we are able to 
watch some very decent horses 
taking their places on the card 
and the Sea Co� age Stakes is a 
good guide towards the upcoming 
Triple Crown.

I have seven rides, and as you 
will see it’s a meeting that has no 
maiden plates and my assump-
tion is this is because all the races 
in Thursday’s work riders’ meet-
ing were maiden plates. 

Race 1 is a MR 77 Handicap for 
fi llies and mares over 1450m and 
I ride very consistent Coral Dawn 
who has just won her maiden and 
deserved that victory.

I’m quite surprised it took her 
so long to win her maiden but I’m 
hoping that would give her confi -
dence and I’m hoping she’ll run 
into the money, even though it’s a 
step up in class.

This is a wide-open race but 
my narrow fi rst selection is the 
up-and-coming Full Royalty who 
could still be be� er than rated.

Stolen Kiss, Escape Artist and 
Sybaris are her main dangers.

Race 2 is a MR 97 Handicap for 

three-year-olds over 1450m and 
I really like the look of About To 
Storm who is clearly way above 
average, and off  a good draw will 
take all the beating.

He is my value bet on the card 
because he receives 8kg from the 
runner I believe is his main dan-
ger, Val D’Orcia, and I think that’s 
what will make the diff erence.

These two horses should get 
you through all bets.

Race 3 is a MR 95 Handicap for 
fi llies and mares over 1450m and I 
really like the look of three-year-
old fi lly Bon Vivant.

She won the Secretariat Stakes 
last time out and comes in with 
52.5kg and jumps from No 1 draw.

This looks a good opportunity 
for her to follow up.

Hawker Typhoon, Admire Me 
and Elusive Current are her main 
dangers and look to one of them if 
you want to go wider in your bets.

Race 4 is a MR 88 Handicap for 
fi llies and mares over 2000m and 

I ride She’s A Cracker who is hav-
ing her third run a� er a rest and 
is in good form, so I’m expecting 
a bold run and make her the fi lly 
to beat.

There are a few three-year-
olds who must be respected but 
I have a handy weight so I think I 
can pull this off .

Linganomore won a nice race 
last time and could enjoy the step 
up in trip while Mike’s Chick is 
another who must be respected.

Aryaam could be a lurker off  a 
light weight.

Race 5 is a MR 71 Handicap for 
fi llies and mares over 2000m and 
I ride Zazu who would have to im-
prove on her last two runs to fea-
ture.

This is a wide-open race so go 
as wide as your budget allows 
but my narrow fi rst selection 
is Keepingthepeace. She won a 
good race two runs back and runs 
against fi llies again so must have 
a chance.

Bella Swan, Three Hills and 
Cap Estel all have winning claims 
and must be included as they are 
her main dangers.

Race 6 is a Middle Stakes over 
1800m and I think Supreme 
Dance is the horse to beat.

He looked all over a winner last 
time and I think the 2000m just 
stretched him, so reverting to 
1800m will defi nitely benefi t him.

Flying Bull, Bureau Des Leg-
ende and King’s Crusade look to 
be the main dangers and are hors-
es to include in larger bets.

Race 7 is the Grade 3 Sea Cot-
tage Stakes over 1800m and I ride 
Li� le Prince who clearly has abil-
ity and I’m hoping for a decent 
run. However, we all have Aragos-
ta to beat and, in my opinion, is 
the best bet on the card.

He will love this 1800m and 
his run in the Dingaans was ex-
ceptional. This race seems tailor-
made for him.

Castletown is a classy horse 

and will love the step-up in trip, 
so is the main danger, while Plati-
num Sky won with authority last 
time and could be developing into 
a very decent three-year-old.

Race 8 is a MR 96 Handicap 
over 1450m and I ride Ivalo’s 
Prince who always tries his best. 
Another honest eff ort is expect-
ed and I’m hoping to get into the 
placings.

I think Goodtime Guy will take 
all the beating. He won in a Plate 
race last time and only received a 
six-point penalty, the maximum 
allowed in that race, even though 
he achieved much higher.

A repeat of that will see him 
win again.

Grappler is the main danger 
stepped up in trip and this is what 
he could be looking for, while 
Theory Of Flight is another who 
must be respected.

Race 9 is a MR 80 Handicap 
over 1450m and I ride Cleveland. I 
won on him three starts back and 
he gave me a good feel.

He is drawn well again, and 
back in this class, I think he must 
be included in all bets.

This is a fi eld race because 
most of the horses have winning 
claims, so go as wide as the budg-
et allows.

Euro Cent could be the horse 
to beat a� er a very good last win. 
He is drawn well again and could 
follow up.

Race 10 is a MR 78 Handicap for 
fi llies and mares over 1450m and 
I ride Amazon Orchid. She has 
been disappointing in her last few 
starts and I’m really hoping she’ll 
improve, but I cannot give any 
confi dence.

Groundhog Day won a lovely 
race on debut and could defi nitely 
follow up if she is at peak fi tness 
a� er a small break.

Spirito� hegroove drops dras-
tically in both ratings and class 
and this could be a perfect oppor-
tunity for her to get back on the 
winning trail, while Run April 
Run must be respected if you ig-
nore her last run.
